§3. Freshly is a small restaurant with a view over the back streets of Brighton
where you can watch the world walk by. The staff are always welcoming. The head
waiter is very informative about the food and how it is cooked and also from where all
the ingredients have come from. The chefs are not scared to experiment, so the menu
changes regularly. The chefs are lucky enough to be a team of good friends, and they
try to eat out at different restaurants as often as they can. They take a lot of inspiration
from their favourite chefs to make the Freshly experience as perfect as possible.
